Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Motion by Rick Asbill, second by Peter McGinty, to grant the US Bank Corp. request to install the three approved condensers in the rear of the building on a test basis subject to the following conditions, as well as those previously approved by the Board:  If the Board, in its subjective opinion, determines that the noise from any of the condensers is excessive or disturbing to occupants of the building, then the Board may by written notice require US Bank Corp. to take steps to soundproof the area, and if those steps do not result in a satisfactory reduction in noise, then the Board may by written notice to US Bank Corp. require US Bank Corp. to remove the condenser(s) within sixty (60) days of the notice.  In this event, US Bank Corp. may apply to the Board for a new location for the condenser(s).
